2) Howto start

Stepl. Turning on the main switch

When turning on the product, you can
start driving by turning on the main
power switch first (when using the
built-in battery) and turning on the
power of the LCD panel. When driving is
finished, turn off the LCD panel and turn
off the main power.

* The power of the instrument panel will
turn off automatically after a few
minutes of inactivity. At this time, the
LED lampis also turned off, so turnit off
with the LED lamp button when you
turn it on again, and turn off the main
power switch afteruse.

Step2. Stance for driving

After tilting the kickstand, find a stable
position onthe footrest and then hold the
handle grip comfortably. Be careful
not to raise your foot on the rear
fender.

Step3. Acceleration and deceleration

Acceleration can be performed by
using the throttle of the instrument
panel  while driving, and the
deceleration or stop can be performed
by holding the brakes on the handle.
